IN THE MATTER OF BINDING REVIEW

The council was provided budget information from Lewis Township Fire Protection District, Van Buren Township Fire Protection District, and Clay Owen Solid Waste. After a review of these budgets the council will make their final determination at the next special meeting on October 17, 2016 at 6:00pm. The County will also have final budget determination at the October 17th meeting. 

Joe Dierdorf stated he was surprised that a position was cut from his office. Much discussion on this issue, Joe stated he could fund the position from Recorders Perpetuation Fund. Angie Modesitt also stated she would like the Council to reconsider. Mike McCullough stated he had no intention of speaking but, he had a conversation with Joe a couple months ago and Joe had said the office could be covered with one less position. Joe did not feel that was the exact wording of the conversation. Brad Deal asked the Council to reconsider also as whoever the newly elected official will be, they will be learning how the office runs and did not want to see the public’s customer service change. Connie Adamson questioned how the Council could offer longevity to the Clay County Justice Center employees and not to all County Employees? Toni stated it cost a lot more to train those employees and we were trying to find a way to entice the employees to stay. Also there has been a lot of turnover in the CCJC. 
Jennifer Flater explained that both current employees in the Recorder’s Office is of retirement age. Also both have banked days so if one of them is terminated the banked days would need to be paid out. This would require an addition to the current budget of $4,996.00. This can be added during this meeting before the final adoption on October 17th meeting.

Motion to approve adding $4,996.00 to the Recorders Office budget was made by Toni Carter and seconded by Pat Heffner. Motion carried 7 ayes.
