     Jennifer Flater, Clay County Auditor 
Jennifer Flater explained CASA received the $20,000.00 grant they applied for and it started July 1st, 2016 and will go thru June 30, 2017. The Staff advocate is a new part time employee and the Assistant Director is currently working with CASA and will add 10.5 hours per week at $11.04. Jennifer stated the STOP Grant was not renewed and were asking for the STOP person to be moved to the VOCA Grant for July 1st, 2016 thru September 30, 2016 at $13.50 per hour from July 1st, 2016 thru September 30th, 2016 for the remainder of the grant. Emily Bookwalter-Clarke requested to pay both Victim Advocates the same pay rate of $15.50 per hour. Council was ok with changing the amount from $13.50 per hour to $15.50 per hour from July 1st, 2016 thru September 30th, 2016 for the remainder of the grant as both would be doing the same work.
