Clay County was eligible for up to an additional $2,000.00.  The grant application can be submitted on August 13, 2018.

Toni Carter stated she had met with Jerry Laue to discuss the bill the Prosecutor received from St Vincent Clay Hospital. The final bill thru July 31, 2018 will be for $15,500.00. Jennifer will speak with the Prosecutor about an additional appropriation for the September meeting.
