IN THE MATTER OF YORK TIF 

Lou Britton presented Resolution 2019-7 Approving the Establishment of the West State Road 40 (York) Economic Development Area on behalf of the CCRC. CCRC will have a public hearing on September 18th at 6:00pm for final approval. York needs sewer and water lines in order to build their new facility. Lou presented a map that shows the area the new TIF will encompass. 

Motion to approve Resolution 2019-7 as presented was made by Jackie Mitchell and seconded by John Nicoson. Motion carried 6-0.
IN THE MATTER OF SEPTIC SMART WEEK

Randy Staley discussed the upcoming Septic System Smart Week starting September 16, 2019 thru September 20, 2019. Our goal is to better educate the citizens of Clay County on septic systems care and maintenance. Randy stated the average cost to have a septic system pumped is $350.00 and a new system can cost $8,000.00 to $25,000.00.

IN THE MATTER OF DR CRAIG JOHNSON

Dr. Craig Johnson gave an update on the bike trail and stated Parke, Putnam, Vigo, Vermillion, and Sullivan all have trails. Craig Park has adequate parking which is a big plus. CSX Railroad no longer donates land to anyone. Dr. Johnson provided updates on where everything is and what major concerns are with this project. Dr. Johnson will contact Kristy Jerrell to negotiate a purchase price for the property. There is no guarantee CSX will sell the property. The County would own the trails.  

IN THE MATTER OF LOCAL HEALTH MAINTENANCE GRANTS

Jennifer Flater presented the Local Health Maintenance Grant renewal for $33,139.00 and the Indiana Local Health Department Trust Grant renewal for $18,626.30. Kim will also be requesting $17,691.00 in carryover dollars for the Local Health Maintenance Grant. These are no County match and both are guaranteed grants which will begin on January 1, 2020, and go thru December 31, 2020.
