IN THE MATTER OF JAIL BOND 
Lou Britton informed the Council that the current Jail Bond is at 3% the renewal will be less than 1% with a maturity of 2.05%. Per the information from Bakertilly this will have a savings of approximately $175,000.00 per year. Lou presented Resolution 4-2021 Resolution of the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, Approving the Refunding of the Clay County Building Corporation First Mortgage Refunding Bonds, Series 2012. Lou also presented a Pledge Agreement for the Council to sign that states the special LIT tax will be the payment source for the new bond. 
Motion to approve Resolution 4-2021 as presented was made by Dave Amerman and seconded by Jason Thomas. Motion carried 7-0.

Motion to approve the Pledge Agreement as presented was made by Jason Britton and seconded by Jackie Mitchell. Motion carried 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS

Jason Thomas clarified that during budget hearings the Council intention was to give 2% gross pay adjustment to all full time Justice Center employees that worked April 1, 2021 thru December 31, 2021 for the entire year. However if an employee did not work the entire time frame they would only get 2% of their gross wages from the days they worked. (Example if hired full time July 11, 2021 said employee would get 2% of wages from July 11, 2021 thru December 31, 2021).
