 IN THE MATTER OF PPG TAX ABATEMENTS

Lou Britton presented 2nd reading of Resolution 5-2021 Clay County Council of Clay County, Indiana as an Economic Revitalization Area for the Purpose of a Personal Property Tax Abatement for PPG Industries, Inc. with a 7 year abatement schedule and Resolution 6-2021 Clay County Council of Clay County, Indiana Designating an Area Within Clay County as an Economic Revitalization Area for the Purpose of a Real Property Tax Abatement with a 10 year abatement schedule for PPG Industries, Inc. PPG is anticipating hiring 19 new employees with this expansion with an equipment purchase of $3,600,000.00 and real property improvements of $10,466,512.00.
Motion to approve Final Action of Resolution’s 5-2021 and 6-2021 and Abatement Calculation Agreements for both Resolutions as presented was made by Jackie Mitchell and seconded by Jason Thomas. Motion carried 7-0.

 IN THE MATTER OF RDA PROPOSAL
Jon Ford discussed the budget process this year at the Statehouse and informed the Council the Governor will be distributing $500,000.00 to be split amongst 10 RDA’s. This will be very competitive monies. Greg Goode, Chairman of the Wabash River RDA, stated currently Vigo, Knox, Sullivan, Vermillion, and Parke Counties are members. Greg said they would like to have 6 counties in their district and would be honored to have Clay County join. 
Motion to approve Clay County to be a member of the Wabash River RDA was made by Dave Amerman and seconded by Pat Heffner. Motion carried 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF PENSION PLAN

Paul Harden stated the Merit Board has approved the 2nd amendment to the Sheriff’s Retirement Plan. The Council had much discussion on this and how much it would cost the county in additional dollars. This will implement the 25 years of service and out option to the current plan.
