IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Jordan Forquer, Director, requested approval for the renewal of the Community Corrections grant for the FY 2023 with no changes. The grant will be from January 1, 2023 thru December 31, 2023 for $137,025.00. 

Motion to approve the Community Corrections grant as presented was made by Jackie Mitchell and seconded by Jason Thomas. Motion carried 7-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF SHSP GRANT FOR EMA

Jennifer Flater stated this grant has a maximum request of $150,000.00 and will run from 9-1-22 thru 8-31-2025. Clay County will be requesting $58,840.00 for a backup system for all data that will be stored in a different location.

IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH DEPARTMENT GRANT
Kim Hyatt presented a new School Liaison Grant for $110,000.00 for approval. The grant will start July 1, 2022 thru June 30, 2023. The grant can be used for hearing, vision, dental and immunizations and is a no county match grant. Lynn Stoelting, Kim Hyatt, and Lori Conrad will be paid from the grant. The immunizations clinics will be held in the evenings and some Saturdays.

Motion to approve the School Liaison Grant as presented was made by John Nicoson and seconded by Dave Amerman. Motion carried 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF JAIL FUND FOR ICE CLARIFICATION
Paul Harden requested the Council to consider receipting the ice money into a separate fund. The Council asked Jennifer to look into this and see if it is allowable. Paul also requested permission to hire a deputy to replace himself as one of the current deputies will be leaving for the military service for six months starting July 10th and will not return until January 10th, 2023. The council has no objections to hiring a new deputy while the other deputy is away for military. Paul also mentioned that with the rising prices of fuel and food cost there is a possibility an additional appropriation may be needed to cover the remainder of 2022.
