David Parr, President of the Clay County Commissioners, called the October 4, 2004  meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M.  Mr. Parr opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Harold Knox, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE MINUTES FROM THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Mr. Parr asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes from the September 7, 2004 meeting.

Mr. Knox moved to approve the minutes as presented.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY BUSINESS

WESTERN SOUTHERN INSURANCE
Sharon Hoffman appeared to request permission to meet with employees in the Commissioner’s Court Room.  Commissioners gave their permission.

PEINE CONTRACT ON THE HVAC SYSTEM CHILLER

David Parr mentioned that the contract for the HVAC system needed to be renewed.  Mr. 
Somheil stated that he had not yet reviewed the proposed contract.  Mr. Parr suggested that Mr. 
Somheil review the contract and 
present it at the next meeting.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Ms. Gerri Husband appeared to update the Executive regarding her activities.  She mentioned that 
she had attended regional meetings for hazardous materials and state homeland security meetings.  
She also informed the Commissioners that additional AED classes had been added.

Ms. Husband stated that used warning sirens were available in Michigan.  
She hoped that she could 
find sponsors for the purchase of the equipment.  The cost was estimated to be $2,000 per siren 
and mounting pole.


Husband request the Commissioners to purchase identification badges for the employees of the 
Court House.  She stated that the cost would be $.75 per badge.  She further stated that badges were 
needed for visitors to assure that records were kept safe.  Auditor Dierdorf inquired which records she 
was referring to, who would monitor the issuance of the badges, and who would pay those persons 
assigned the duty to monitor the public.  He further stated that he did not feel the need for the badges 
in his office.
Mr. Andrews moved to procure the badges, at the cost of $.75 per badge, for County employees with the funds to be provided through the Commissioner’s budget.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


2004 GENERAL ELECTION POLLING PLACES


County Clark Mary Brown appeared to procure the approval of the polling 
places for the upcoming 
General Election.  The Commissioner’s asked if there were any changes from the primary election.  
Ms. Brown stated that there were no changes.
Mr. Andrews moved to approve the sites as presented.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY ANIMAL SHELTER

Mr. John Howes appeared to discuss the noise problem at the Humane Society’s animal shelter.  
He contended that a large number of dogs were being kept outside for the past several months.  Mr. 
Howes stated that the noise was so bad that outdoor activities were not possible due to his home’s 
proximity to the shelter.  He asked the Commissioners if there was anything they could do to help the 
situation.

Mr. Charlie Brown, President of the Humane Society, addressed the Commissioners and explained 
the situation the Society found itself in.  Mr. Brown asked for any reasonable ideas the 
Commissioners might offer.  He stated that the Society was working on alleviating the situation.  The 
Commissioners stated that they were unaware of any ordinances on record that could address the 
situation.


Commissioner Andrews stated that he had been discussing a regional, multi-county shelter with 
persons in Putnam County.

IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE 149 & 170

Mr. Parr instructed Mr. Somheil to open the bids for County Bridges 149 and 170 at 10:00 am.  Mr. Somheil stated that the County had received bids from two companies on each bridge.

BLS Contractors submitted a bid of $147,300 for Bridge 149.  CLR, Inc. submitted a bid of $155,600 for a concrete deck bridge, $174,500 for a metal grate deck bridge, and a voluntary bid of $134,400 for a smaller bridge, all on Bridge 149.
BLS Contractors submitted a bid of $164,300 for Bridge 170.  CLR, Inc. submitted a bid of $174,400 for a concrete deck bridge, $198,600 for a metal grate deck bridge, and a voluntary bid of $167,000 for a smaller bridge, all on Bridge 170.

Mr. Somheil noted that BLS Contractors had submitted a personal check instead of a bid bond with both of their bids.

Mr. Andrews moved to take the bids under advisement.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF THE SALE OF COUNTY REAL ESTATE

Mr. Somheil announced that he had one bid on each property offered.

Mr. Somheil read the bid requirements for the property located in Bailey’s Addition to Staunton.  He announced that he had a bid from Mr. Jim Smith for $100.  He also stated that he had a contract signed by Mr. Smith.

Mr. Knox moved to accept the bid from Mr. Smith.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
Mr. Somheil read the bid requirements for lots 18, 19 and 20 in Stunkard’s Addition to Brazil.  He announced that he had a bid from Mr. Bradley J. Emmert and Kimberly Emmert Odell for $2,500.  He also stated that he had a contract signed by Mr. Emmert and Ms. Odell.

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the bid.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE BIDS FOR THE AMBULANCE SERVICE

Mr. Parr asked Mr. Somheil to open the bids for the ambulance service provider at 11:00 am.  Mr. Somheil announced that he had received three bids.  The bids were from LES Inc., dba Athens, Care Ambulance Service, LLC, and TransCare.
The amounts for the specified service and the five alternates from each bidder were announced.

Mr. Andrews moved to take the bids under advisement.  Mr. Knox seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Andrews asked Auditor Dierdorf if he would develop a spreadsheet listing the various bid amounts and conditions and send it to the Commissioners as soon as possible.  Mr. Dierdorf agreed to produce and disseminate the spreadsheet summary.
IN THE MATTER OF THE EXTENSION OFFICE

Mr. Parr stated that the 4-H Council had agreed to move forward with the proposed Extension office building project.  Mr. Parr stated that he will be bringing a proposed agreement to the Commissioner’s next meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF MIKE BAER ELEVATOR COMPANY.

Mr. Mike Baer appeared to make his presence known and to seek new business.  He stated that he had sold the County the old contract for the Court House elevator while an employee of AAmco Elevator Service.  Mr. Baer stated that he believed the current service contract contained an automatic renewal clause.  The Commissioners stated that they would review the current contract and have Mr. Baer return at a later date.
IN THE MATTER OF CR 1150 S

Ms. Pamela Feerer appeared to discuss county road 1150 south.  She stated she was seeking improvements to the road.  There was some concern if the road in question was actually a County road.  The Commissioners stated that they would have to verify the validity of the road and finalize the issue at a later date..
IN THE MATTER OF THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF BRAZIL
Jim Coffenberry appeared to comment on the proposed passage of a Inter-local agreement between the City of Brazil and the Clay County Redevelopment Commission.  Mr. Coffenberry informed the Commissioners of the many benefits of the agreement and the overall economic development efforts for the County.  Mr. Parr then asked Mr. Somheil to read the resolution, who read the following in its entirety.
RESOLUTION 12-2004

A Resolution Approving the Interlocal Agreement Between the City of Brazil, Indiana and the Clay County Redevelopment Commission

(Clay County Commissioners, Clay County Indiana)

WHEREAS, the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, has submitted and Agreement whereby it proposes to act on behalf of the City of Brazil to redevelop and rehabilitate areas within the corporate limits of the City of Brazil ; and

WHEREAS, the Brazil City Council has reviewed and considered the proposed Agreement with the Clay County Redevelopment Commission;

NOW, THEREFORE, the Clay County Commissioners, Resolves, Finds and Determines:
