Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County, called the January 18, 2005 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 A. M. Mr. Dierdorf opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of The United States of America. Those present included Commissioner Daryl Andrews, Commissioner Charlie Brown, Commissioner David Parr, Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Joseph M. Dierdorf, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF THE ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Auditor Dierdorf announced that it was his duty to open the first meeting of the year and conduct the election of the President of the Board of Commissioners.  He opened the floor to nominations for the office of President.

Mr. Brown nominated Mr. Parr for President.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Mr. Andrews moved the nominations be closed.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Auditor Dierdorf announced that Mr. Parr had been elected President and turned the meeting over to him.

Mr. Parr opened the floor to nominations for Vice-President.  Mr. Andrews nominated Mr. Brown.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Mr. Andrews moved the nominations be closed.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Mr. Parr announced that Mr. Brown had been elected Vice-President.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COMMISSIONER’S APPOINTMENTS


ATTORNEY FOR THE EXECUTIVE


Mr. Andrews moved to retain Eric Somheil as attorney for the Executive.  Mr. Brown seconded the 
motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


PTA/BOA

Mr. Brown moved to re-appoint Jim Hicks as the Commissioners’ representative to PTA/BOA.  Mr. 
Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


WEST CENTRAL INDIANA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT


Mr. Andrews moved to appoint Mr. Brown as the Commissioners’ representative to the WCIEDD.  Mr. 
Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

LOCAL ALCOHOL BEVERAGE COMMISSION BOARD


Mr. Brown moved to re-appoint Robert Longo as the Commissioners’ representative to the local ABC 
Board.  Mr. Andrews seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


BRAZIL CITY PLAN COMMISSION

Mr. Brown suggested that the Commissioners take this appointment under advisement until they 
receive direction from the City of Brazil.


CLAY COUNTY HIGHWAY SUPERVISOR


Mr. Brown moved to retain Pete Foster as County Highway Supervisor.  Mr. Andrews seconded the 
motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

CLAY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION


Mr. Andrews moved to retain all current members of the Commission: those members being MaryJo 
Alumbaugh, Jack Braden, Janice Gooch, Rob Moore and William Sisson.  Mr. Brown seconded the 
motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR


Mr. Brown presented a draft of an advertisement to seek candidates for the position.


Mr. Andrews moved to table the issue until the February 7th meeting.  Mr. Brown seconded the 
motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


COURT HOUSE HEAD CUSTODIAN


Mr. Andrews moved to retain Wayne Knox as the Court House Head Custodian.  Mr. Brown 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


VETERANS SERVICE OFFICER


Mr. Brown moved to retain Les Walden as County Veterans Service Officer.  Mr. Andrews seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY HOSPITAL BOARD


Mr. Andrews moved to suspend the appointment until the February 7th meeting.  Mr. Brown seconded 
the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


WESTERN INDIANA PRIVATE INDUSTRY COUNCIL

Mr. Andrews moved to retain Mr. Parr as the Commissioners’ representative to the Western Indiana 
Private Industry Council.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


AVIATION BOARD


 Mr. Andrews moved to suspend the appointment until the February 7th meeting.  Mr. Brown 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY HEALTH BOARD


Mr. Andrews moved to re-appoint Lynn Stoelting to the Clay County Health Board.  Mr. Brown 
seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


CLAY COUNTY PARKS AND RECREATION BOARD


It was unclear if an appointment was needed for the Parks and Recreation Board.  Mr. Dierdorf stated 
that he would research the issue and report back to the Commissioners at a future meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COUNTY HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT


The Commissioners asked Mr. Foster if an assistant was needed at the department.  Mr. Foster 
answered that he was satisfied with the current arrangement at the department whereby Larry 
Dierdorff served in a similar capacity.  Mr. Brown asked about a job description and if one was 
needed.
IN THE MATTER OF THE INSURANCE CLAIM FOR THE CIRCUIT COURTROOM CEILING

Mr. Dierdorf presented the Executive with the decision of the insurance provider regarding the claim for damage to the Circuit Courtroom ceiling.  The net payment from the claim, after a $1,000 deductible, was $451.04.  After a brief discussion, the Commissioners decided that the County could probably not receive any more 

Mr. Andrews moved to accept the settlement and deposit the funds into the County General Fund.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 2-0-1, with Mr. Brown abstaining.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Mr. Brian Husband, interim director, appeared to discuss the pending grant application and contract from SEMA for approximately $1,700.  The funds, if approved and received would be used to purchase a digital camera and computer.  Mr. Andrews asked about a repeater for the new ambulance service provider.  Mr. Husband answered that Sheriff Carter was involved in that issue.
Mr. Andrews moved to accept the grant from SEMA.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE DATA LINK BETWEEN THE COUNTY AND THE CITY OF BRAZIL
Scott Hill, Clay County IT Director, appeared to present a request to allow access for the City of Brazil to the County network to share data.  The data could involve several areas in the future,  Mr. Hill stated that since the request involved the County network, he felt the Executive should make that decision.
The Commissioners agreed with the request and granted permission to proceed, under Mr. Hill’s direction.

IN THE MATTER OF SALES DISCLOSURES

Mr. C.R. Boyd appeared to discuss a new requirement from the State of Indiana regarding sales disclosures and data input.  Mr. Boyd introduced John Kosinski from The Plexis Group who presented a proposal from Plexis to enter the required data into the Assessor’s computer system.  He also explained the new requirement from the State and how it affected the Assessor’s office.
Mr. Parr questioned if the process would serve as a re-assessment.  Mr. Kosinski answered no.  Mr. Kosinski then provided the Commissioners with his opinion of the future of re-assessment in Indiana.  Mr. Boyd mentioned that he had presented a proposed contract for real property assessment maintenance in 2004 which had not been approved.
Mr. Andrews asked about using local people to provide this service, as well as using local people to conduct a re-assessment.

Mr. Andrews suggested that the Commissioners and their attorney review the proposed contract and address it in the February 7th meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF THE COURT HOUSE ELEVATOR

Mr. Kevin Fillmore, of AMCO Elevators, Inc., appeared to discuss the situation with the renovation to the Court House elevator.  He explained that the old cylinder had been removed and they had found out that the hole had not been cased, as far as they could determine.  There was also a question as to if the hole had collapsed after the removal of the old cylinder.  In addition to this, there was a great amount of water, and apparently sludge, in the hole.  This development could necessitate the re-drilling and casing of the hole for the replacement of the cylinder.  Mr. Fillmore reminded the Commissioners that excavation was not included in the original agreement for the elevator work.  He asked the Commissioners how they wished to proceed.
The Commissioners discussed with Mr. Fillmore any possibility that could be thought of regarding a solution to the problem.  In conclusion to the discussion, the Commissioners asked Mr. Fillmore to contact any drilling companies their firm knew of to inspect the site and provide an estimate to perform the drilling work, if needed.  Mr. Fillmore would contact the Head Custodian with the results of his research, with the Auditor as a backup.
At this point, Mr. Parr recessed the Commissioners meeting to conduct the Drainage Board meeting.
Mr. Parr reconvened the Commissioners meeting

IN THE MATTER OF THE CODA “STOP” GRANT

Ms. Michelle Price and Ms. Carrie McKillup appeared to request that the Commissioners sign the renewal for the STOP grant in the amount of $10,442.
Mr. Brown moved to approve and sign the renewal application.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE EMS INTERIM DIRECTOR SALARY

The Commissioners agreed to pay the interim EMS Director the current salary of $23,750.

IN THE MATTER OF OFFICIAL BONDS

Auditor Dierdorf presented the official bonds of Angela Modesitt, Recorder and Pete Foster, Highway Supervisor to the Commissioners for their signatures.
Mr. Andrews moved to sign the bonds.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF THE MICROVOTE MAINTENANCE CONTRACT
Deputy Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh presented the MicroVote maintenance contract for the new voting machines.  The Commissioners agreed to sign the contract and Mr. Parr signed the contract.

IN THE MATTER OF THE DICK JOHNSON VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT GRANT

Deputy Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh presented the grant renewal for the Dick Johnson Township Volunteer Fire Department truck.  The Commissioners agreed to sign the grant and Mr. Parr signed the grant .

IN THE MATTER OF THE NEW JAIL CHANGE ORDERS

Christian Welty, of SchenkelShultz Architecture, appeared to present change order number 2 for the Commissioners to approve and sign.  Discussion ensued regarding 5.1 and PR 7.

Mr. Andrews moved to approve the change order, excluding 5.1 and PR 7.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Brown moved to approve only the time and materials section of 5.1.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Mr. Andrews moved to adjourn.  Mr. Parr seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0
