IN THE MATTER OF REPORT OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners, and informed them of the most recent funds available.  He has procured $176,639 to purchase radios for the district emergency personnel.  The money and the radios have already been received.
IN THE MATTER OF XEROX LEASES

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners with new leases for copiers for the Justice Center.  The old copiers have not been performing up to his standards, and those leases were incorrectly signed by the former Sheriff.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the leases with a statement on the lease, that the former lease is void.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE 8-2008 ESTABLISHING REDUCED SPEED LIMIT PINCKLEY STREET

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1ORDINANCE No.  __8___ - 2008
AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING REDUCED SPEED LIMITS ON PINCKLEY STREET FROM COUNTY ROAD 100 EAST AND EAST TO THE CLAY-PUTNAM COUNTY LINE IN CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA


WHEREAS I.C. 8-17-1-40 authorizes the county legislative body to adopt ordinances regulating traffic on any highway in the county highway system subject to I.C. 9-21.


WHEREAS I.C. 9-21-1-3(a)(11) provides that a local authority, with respect to private roads and highways under the authority’s jurisdiction, and within the reasonable exercise of the police power, may alter the prima facie speed limits authorized under I.C. 9-21-5.


WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of I.C. 9-21-5-6 on the basis of a traffic investigation and informal engineering study, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana has determined that the reasonable and safe maximum limit on Pinckley Street, also known as County Road 900 North, from County Road 100 East and east to the Clay-Putnam county line in Clay County, Indiana should be reduced from the prima facie speed limit authorized under I.C. 9-21-5.


NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained, that the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana hereby sets the maximum speed limit for Pinckley Street from County Road 100 East and east to the county line in Clay County, Indiana to 45 miles per hour.  The Clay County Highway Superintendent shall be authorized to post and maintain speed limit signs in accordance with the provisions of this ordinance.


A person who violates this Ordinance commits a Class C infraction.


This Ordinance shall be effective upon publication and when the speed limit signs giving notice of the speed limit as established by this ordinance are posted.
