Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh called the January 4, 2010 meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Auditor Alumbaugh asked for nominations for President.  Jack Withers nominated Charlie Brown to serve as Commissioner’s President for 2009.  The nomination was seconded by Paul Sinders.  Paul Sinders then made a motion to close the nominations, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motions carried 3 ayes. 

The meeting was then turned over to President Charlie Brown, who called for nominations for Vice-President.  Mr. Brown nominated Paul Sinders, and Jack Withers seconded the nomination.  3 ayes.

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Paul Sinders.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 7, 2009 regular Meeting, and the December 17, 2009 and December 28, 2009 Special Meetings. Motion seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the executive to remind the Commissioners of the meeting with DNR to unveil the new flood plain maps would be held in the Commissioners Courtroom on January 5, 2010, at 1:00p.m., with a public open house in the Courthouse rotunda from 4:00p.m. until 7:00p.m.
Bryan also informed the Commissioners of Emergency Management Training on January 7, 2010, at the Maryland Community Church, and invited the Commissioners to attend the morning session.

IN THE MATTER OF HIGHWAY BIDS FOR 2010
A motion to accept all highway bids as submitted was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF 2010 APPOINTMENTS
Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Tom Ames, Jan Howell, and John Williams to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Robert Longo to the ABC Board, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

At the recommendation of Assessor Mark Barnhart, Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Jim Hicks, Mendy Litz, and Barb Scott to the PTABOA, Jack Withers seconded the motion.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Rick Wyndham (R) to the Brazil Planning Commission, to expire on December 31, 2010, and Bill Hammer (D) to the Brazil Planning Commission, to expire on December 31, 2013.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.
Charlie Brown then suggested that the Commissioners take time to evaluate the position of E-911 Coordinator.  He would like to table this appointment until the February meeting.  Paul Sinders stated that he felt the appointment should be made for 2010, and the evaluation of the position be made throughout the year.
Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint John Turner to the position of E-911 Coordinator, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Dorinda Dyer to the Region 7 Regional Workforce Board for the period of January 1, 2010 to December 31, 2013.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders, and carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Charlie Brown to the WIPIC, seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Jeff Fritz to the WCIEDD, motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF AVIATION
Jack Withers expressed his concern over comments from the public regarding the necessity of an airport in Clay County.  He has concerns over the management of their funds, etc.  He would like the State Board of Accounts to look closely at their operation.
Auditor Alumbaugh assured Jack that the State Board of Accounts does indeed audit the Aviation Fund annually, and all dollars collected through property tax, CVET, and FIT are properly accounted for.  The State Board of Accounts audit has regularly had exceptions regarding their Rotary Fuel Fund, which is kept by the Aviation Board.

IN THE MATTER OF BLOCK GRANTS

Matt Reed again appeared before the Commissioners to share the availability of Block Grants which might be of interest to the Executive.

There is presently available a grant for the repair of any Levee or Dam in Clay County which was not previously repaired after the 2008 floods.  Paul Sinders indicated that there were none of those remaining.

He also indicated that there were workshops to be held on grants for Waterway Debris, and Storm Water/Wastewater/drinking water.  None of these grants require match dollars

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
