Bryan then offered for approval the Debris Management Plan for Clay County.  A motion to approve was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 – 0.

The 2011 and 2012 Homeland Security Grant Program Written Consent of the Board of Commissioners of Clay County Authorizing the Indiana Department of Homeland Security to Retain Grant Funds for Expenditures to be Made on Behalf of Clay County through EDS#C44P-3-404B letter of consent was presented to the Commissioners for approval.  Bryan explained that the letter simply allows IDHS to make use of unobligated grant funds to provide software programming to bridge WebEOC to the Indiana Department of Homeland Security GIS on behalf of Clay County.

IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENT TO CCRC

Bryan Allender made a motion to appoint Fred Nevills to replace John Williams on the Clay County Redevelopment Commission with term to expire on December 31, 2013.  Motion seconded by Tony Fenwick and carried 3 – 0.

IN THE MATTER OF NEW POSITIONS AT JAIL FOR 2014

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners to inform them that he has requested additional full time positions as jailers for 2014 due to the new limited hours allowed for part time positions.  Mandatory forty hours of training for jailers make is difficult to comply with the twenty eight hours per week limit for part time jailers.

The transport of the immigration detainees is not yet in place due to red tape at the federal level.  Clay County is ready but new positions will need to be created to take care of the transportation.

Sheriff Heaton inquired about the status of the storage building to be built on the site of the old jail.  Recent cases have made the building more necessary than ever.  Paul Sinders stated that they are making some good progress.
