IN THE MATTER OF FY 2015 WIC GRANTS
Liz Wheby from the Clay County WIC presented the Commissioners with the FY 2015 Peer Counselor and Big WIC grant applications.   
Tony Fenwick made a motion to accept the application for the FY 2015 Peer Counselor grant, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

Tony Fenwick made a motion to accept the application for the FY 2015 Big WIC grant, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF COPIER LEASE
Sheriff Mike Heaton presented the Commissioners with a lease agreement from Great American Financial Services for a new copier/fax.  Due to increased use of their current machine and the maintenance required on it, the most cost effective option is to lease the new copier.  The lease agreement  is for $122.14 per month for 60 months.
Bryan Allender made a motion to accept the copier lease agreement with Great American Financial Services, seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF VETERANS OFFICE GRANTS
Veteran’s Service Officer, Mike Holland, has asked the Commissioners to accept two grant applications.  Both grants will come directly from the Indiana Dept of Veteran’s Affairs and require no county match.
