IN THE MATTER OF INTERNAL CONTROLS

Dan Hedden with Umbaugh explained the new requirements for Internal Controls set by the State. State Board of Accounts has prepared a basic policy and posted on their website. The statute says all Elected Officials, Department Heads, Appointed positions, or anyone who handles money should be trained. The first step will be to adopt an Ordinance or Resolution at the November 7th meeting. After the adoption of the Ordinance or Resolution, the next step is to provide training for the Clay County employees. These are the requirements that have to be done by December 31, 2016. In December of this year or in January 2017, we will need to begin the risk assessment evaluation process to develop internal office control standards.
