The October 5, 2020, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Marty Heffner. 

A motion to approve the September 8, 2020, regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF GENERAL ELECTION POLLING LOCATIONS
Anola Gallion, with the Election Office, presented the General Election voting places to the Commissioners. These are the same locations which were used by the County for the election four years ago except for the Clay County Fairgrounds replacing the National Guard Armory. Early voting starts on Tuesday October 6th, 2020. 

Motion to approve the November 3rd General Election Voting Places was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CASA GRANT RENEWAL
Sarah Tellechea, with CASA, presented the State Matching Grant and Capacity Building Grant for $20,938.00. These are the same grants the County has had for several years. The grant is effective January 1, 2021 thru December 31, 2021. This a county matching grant with the match coming from salaries and office space.
Motion to approve both CASA grants as presented for 2021 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF AUDITOR’S OFFICE COPIER LEASE 
Mark Malone presented the copier lease for the Auditor’s Office for 5 years. The new copier will have a dual scanner that will scan two sided images at the same time.   

Motion to approve the Auditor’s Office copier lease as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF DOSSETT CONSULTING AGREEMENT
Emily Clarke, Prosecutor, explained during the 2019 SBOA federal audit that the Auditors found some things which were not being done correctly with the reporting in the Child Support Office.  The findings has forced the Prosecutor's Office to hire a firm to assist with the reporting requirements as required by law.  Dossett Consulting has been able to assist the Prosecutor's Office to correct the past errors made in accounting. 

Motion to approve Dossett Consulting Agreement as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF WIC ARMORY RENTAL AGREEMENT
Jennifer Flater presented the lease agreement with the Brazil Armory. There are no changes to the contract with a begin date of October 1, 2020 thru September 30, 2021. 

Motion to approve the WIC Lease Agreement was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 2-0-1.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF VETERANS’S SERVICE OFFICER
Marty stated that Randy Kaelber would serve as the Clay County Veteran’s Service Officer effective October 30, 2020.  He will work 25 hours per week with no paid benefits.  He will be paid the hourly rate as established by the Clay County Council.

Marty thanked Mike Holland for his years of service and the Commissioners presented him with a plaque.

Motion to approve Randy Kaelber as the Clay County Veteran’s Service Officer effective October 30, 2020 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF EMA ASSISTANT 

Marty stated that Andrew Marshall would be the EMA Part Time Position effective September 28, 2020.  He is to be paid $13.25 per hour with the CARES Act Funds.  This position will terminate when the CARES Act Program terminates.  He can work a maximum of 53 hours per each pay period.  There are no paid benefits for this position.

Motion to approve the above statement for Andrew Marshall to be the EMA Part Time Position was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF E-911 INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

Marty presented the E-911 Interlocal agreement with Brazil City to the board. Questions were asked why there would need to be an agreement since Brazil City no longer contributes money to the County. Eric stated it was a good idea to have an agreement with the City.
Motion to approve Resolution 2020-8 Interlocal Agreement with Brazil City was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF FORTE AGREEMENT

Jennifer Flater presented the Forte Agreement for the Treasurer’s Office for credit card payments. The current provider has not responded to the treasurer or her questions for several months and has quit taking payments. Debbie had spoken with several Treasurer’s and has heard positive reviews on Forte. Forte will process the payment and their fee and submit money to the Treasurer’s Office.

Motion to approve Forte Agreement as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS
Scott Hill presented the New Wave Agreement which will double our internet speed from 50/50 meg to 100/100 meg. Scott has verified with IFA that this can be covered by Cares Act money for the remainder of 2020. The Commissioners and Eric would like to see the agreement amended to state that the laws of the State of Indiana and Courts of Clay County will have jurisdiction in any legal maters.
Motion to approve New Wave Agreement for 36 months as amended with New Wave’s approval was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Roy Smith, with CenterPoint Fire Department said everything was going as planned. The building looks great and hoping to have an open house in the next month.
