The September 8, 2020, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Marty Heffner, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Rob Gambill led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Marty Heffner. 

A motion to approve the August 3, 2020, regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF GRANITE PHONE AGREEMENT
Jennifer Flater, Auditor, explained Granite is a reseller of phone services. We would be requesting the transfer of 7 phone lines at the Extension Office from Frontier to Granite. This will save the County money as Granite can get the lines at a much cheaper rate and everything can be done online.

Motion to approve the Granite Phone Agreement was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF FIREEYE AGREEMENT
Jennifer presented the FireEye Non-Disclosure Agreement which states they cannot discuss our networks. There are several other features FireEye offers but Clay County is declining at this time. FireEye is to be free for all counties until 2022. At that time Clay County will not sign a new agreement.
Motion to approve the FireEye Agreement as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF FRONTIER PHONE AGREEMENT
Jennifer presented the Frontier Phone Agreement for approval. We would be requesting the transfer of 7 phone lines at the Extension Office from the current centrenet lines. Frontier will be dropping all centrenet lines in the next few months and the Extension lines will no longer work.

Motion to approve the Frontier Phone Agreement as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF MPO PRESENTATION BY JEREMY WEIR
Jeremy Weir presented the Memorandum of Understanding Regarding Assessment of Local Matching Funds for Metropolitan Transportation Planning. The MPO is required with population of over 50,000 with each district needing to have a 20% match. Clay County is paired with Vigo County. There is a policy committee of elected officials from each unit. 
Motion to approve the MPO as presented today by Jeremy Weir was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CLERK’S OFFICE AND HEALTH DEPARTMENT COPIER LEASES
Mark Malone presented the copier leases for the Clerk’s Office and Health Department. Both are for 5 years and will be slightly less than the current copier leases.  Mark also presented the Gordon Flesch master agreement. This is a onetime agreement.
Motion to approve the new Clerk’s Office copier lease as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

Motion to approve the new Health Department copier lease as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

Motion to approve the Gordon Flesch Master Agreement as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH DEPARTMENT GRANT RENEWALS

Kim Hyatt presented the Local Health Maintenance Grant renewal for $33,139.00 and the Indiana Local Health Department Trust Grant renewal for $18,626.00. Kim Hyatt will also be requesting $22,600.00 in carryover dollars for the Local Health Maintenance Grant. These are no County match and both are guaranteed grants which will begin on January 1, 2021, and go thru December 31, 2021. 

Kim Hyatt also stated Clay County is going to receive $90,000.00 from Cares Act for the Health Department for technology. Kim Hyatt A will work with Scott Hill to see what all can be purchased.

Motion to approve both Local Health Maintenance Grant and Indiana Local Health Department Trust Grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION EMA ASSISTANT POSITION

Rob Gambill requested a part time assistant from the Cares Act money to help keep everything running. This position will end when the Cares Act stops. Rob can submit the salary as well as FICA and unemployment.
A Motion was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender to approve the EMA Assistant position for a maximum of 53 hours per pay period, and at an hourly rate of $13.25 per hour to be paid in full by the CARES Act funding.  Once the CARES Act funding is completed, this position will automatically terminate. No benefits will be provided in this part time position. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS
Jennifer requested the Commissioners decline to participate in the payroll deferral 2020-8 that was passed on August 8, 2020. This could be a hardship on the employee to payback as well as on the County if an employee were to quit, retire, or pass away. 

Motion to approve that Clay County does not participate in the payroll tax deferral program, number 2020-65, which was approved on August 8, 2020 was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

Eric presented a purchase agreement for Lot 14 in Stewart’s 3rd Addition for $5,000.00. Eric also requested for Marty to be able to sign all documents for the purchase of the property.

Motion to approve the Purchase Agreement as presented and giving Marty Heffner signing authority on all documents to accomplish the purchase of the property was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Doug Huffman stated there is a concern with the property on CR 200 E near his property. Marty has submitted pictures to Eric. Eric will mail a letter to the property owners. There have been many concerns and the people have trespassed.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
