The February 1, 2021, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Bryan Allender, and Marty Heffner. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Marty Heffner led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Eric Somheil. 

A motion to approve the January 4, 2021, regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF CASA CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENTS
Sarah Tellechea, with CASA, presented 2 contracts to be paid from the CASA grants. Both contracts are for a one year term with an hourly pay thru claims of $15.00.
Motion to approve the CASA contracts as presented with Eric’s review of a December 31, 2021 ending date was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONDIDERATION OF MID-WEST PRE SORT CONTRACT
Barb Scott stated the State has passed a law that the form 11’s must be mailed out by April 30th of each year. Midwest would provide a proof of mailing to show they were mailed before April 30th. Any mailings that come back undeliverable are returned to the County Assessor’s Office. Those that are returned can be discussed with the Treasurer and Auditor to determine if the address should be changed and the form mailed out again.

IN THE MATTER OF CLINT WHITE POSSIBLE SUBDIVISION 
Josh Petrenivo and Clint White made a presentation to the Commissioners on the possible subdivision in Jackson Township. This is a 15 acre parcel that would be divided into 15 1 acre lots. These would be for cabins with access to water and there would not be septic systems on all lots. After much discussion there will need to be a public hearing and then the Commissioners can decide how they wish to proceed.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION GORDON FLESCH COPIER LEASE FOR EXTNSION OFFICE
Mark Malone presented a new copier lease agreement for the Extension office. This would be for a new 5 year lease with a brand new copier. Currently the Extension Office has used pre-owned copiers.
Motion to approve the Gordon Flesch Copier Lease as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY APPOINTMENTS
Paul stated the Commissioners would like to appoint Carl Trout, as a Republican, to the Clay County Aviation Board for a four year term for the years 2021-2024.
Motion to appoint Carl Trout, as a Republican, to the Clay County Aviation Board for a 4 year term for the years 2021-2024 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF QUADIENT POSTAGE METER CONTRACT
Ross Wells, with Quadient, presented a new proposal for the postage meters for the Courthouse, Health Department, Extension Office, and Clay County Justice Center at the January 4th meeting. Our current contract comes due March 1st, 2021. Ross provided our current numbers and how with the new proposal the county could save money. The new contract would be for 60 months with a monthly fee of $531.39. This would include new machines and training at all county locations. Ross emailed the new contract to Jennifer Flater and was presented to the Commissioners for approval.

Motion to approve the Quadient Postage Meter Agreement as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF MICROVOTE MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT
Amy Jordan presented the Microvote Maintenance Agreement to the Commissioners for approval. This is an agreement we have every year even when there is no election. This is to ensure all of our voting machines are up to date and complainant. 
Motion to approve the Microvote Maintenance Agreement as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 2-1. 
IN THE MATTER OF WTH SUB AGREEMENT FOR DATA
Jennifer Flater presented the WTH Sub Agreement for approval. Sunrise Coal has requested our GIS data. WTH provides the GIS request to companies for a minimal fee where WTH receives 2/3 of payment and Clay County receives 1/3 of payment. WTH will not release any of the GIS data without approval from Clay County.
Motion to approve the request from WTH for Sunrise Coal as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF FUEL CONTRACT FOR HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
Marty presented 2 possible fuel contracts for the Highway Department. 1. Heritage Petroleum for $1.84 per gallon for diesel fuel, 2. Ceres Solutions for $1.79 per gallon. 
Motion to approve Ceres Solutions for $1.79 per gallon was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF JAIL COMMITTEE MEMBERS
Marty stated the Commissioners felt a need to form a committee for the consideration of the possible jail expansion. 
Motion to approve Paul Harden, Larry Moss, and Marty Heffner to the Jail Committee was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF RFP

After much discussion by the Commissioners, it was decided that we should proceed with the RFP for the jail project.
Motion to proceed and advertise for the RFP for the jail project with Eric Somheil handling the legal advertising for the County was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
