The June 7, 2021, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Bryan Allender, and Marty Heffner. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Marty Heffner led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Eric Somheil. 

A motion to approve the May 3, 2021, regular meeting minutes, May 6, 2021, special meeting minutes, and 

May 24, 2021, special meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF PICTOMETRY AGREEMENT
Trent Pell, with Pictometry, presented a new agreement for a 2022 and 2025 flyover. Currently the county has a 9 inch picture and with the new program would receive 6 inch pictures. The cities will still have the 3 inch like they had before. Pictometry has made several changes and this will also have a small dollar amount of savings with the new program.
Motion to approve the Pictometry Agreement as presented and the agreement for the grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF CLERKS OFFICE SCANNING
Amy Jordan, Clerk, stressed she needs to get a lot of the old records scanned. There are several books that are starting to deteriorate and most of the files have to be kept for 55 years. Amy is requesting a company to do the scanning as she feels she does not have adequate staff. The Commissioners have asked Amy to get at least one more quote and would prefer two quotes. The one quote from SBS Portals seems very high. 
IN THE MATTER OF FIXED ASSETS ORDINANCE
Jennifer Flater, Auditor, explained that SBOA is changing the annual financial report to include depreciation for capital assets. SBOA is also requesting each county have an ordinance on file with minimum thresholds. Eric prepared ordinance 2021-2 to comply with the new requirements. 
Motion to suspend the rules was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve Ordinance 2021-2 Creating A Fixed Asset Capitalization and Inventory Policy as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF 2022-2025 RFP BRIDGE INSPECTION CONTRACT
Paul stated the 2022-2025 RFP Bridge Inspections Proposals will be due to the Auditor’s Office on July 6, 2021 by 8:15 am. Justin will email the proposal to the State for approval and once approved will be posted to the State’s website. This will be a 20% local match with 80% from grants.
Motion to approve 2022-2025 RFP Bridge Inspections Proposals as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF WORK ONE
Kali Watler, with Work One, discussed the program with the Commissioners. Work One has partnered with Vincennes University. Anyone hired would be a Vincennes University employee who could work up to 12 months or 2080 hours with a maximum pay of $20,000.00. Kali explained the program ends in February so no one could work more than nine months. Kali also informed the Commissioners of several other programs that Work One offers.  
IN THE MATTER OF COVIE 19 PHASE III OCRA GRANT CLAIMS
Jennifer presented the claims for the IOCRA grant. Clay County was awarded $250,000.00 to help small businesses. Clay County had 26 recipients that will be awarded $9,375.00. 
Motion to approve the claims as presented also to allow Kristy Jerrell to draw down the funds, and to grant permission for the Auditor and President of the Commissioner’s to sign the Job Retention Grant Agreement was made by Bryan Allender 
and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF 2020 HIGHWAY ANNUAL REPORT

Marty presented the 2020 Clay County Highway Report to the Commissioners and stated Justin and Candy had completed the report and would submit to the State later today. 

Motion to approve the 2020 County Highway Annual Report was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Randy Kaelber, with the Veterans Office, informed the Commissioner’s that he has opened a checking account at First Financial Bank for donations for a new Veteran vehicle.

Cody Eder discussed his company that hosts events. Cody stated he has had two events at a location on County Road 200 E and plans to have another one on October 30th. Marty stated there were several people at the May Commissioner meeting that voiced their concerns and had given a petition with 30 signatures asking to modify the events. The events have gone on until 3:00 am or 5:00 am. Cody is willing to close events at 3:00 am on weekends and 12:00 am on weekdays. The Commissioners requested he lower the noise at 1:00 am to be considerate of the neighbors. Brad Collins also spoke that there should have to be public safety measures met as well as Health Department inspection. Josh Fitzpatrick stated he has two small children and they were unable to sleep because the windows in the house were vibrating. Rhys Horn stated 1:00 am was still too late as he works on weekends and has to be at work at 5:00 am. The Commissioners asked about food vendors and sanitation and how it would be handled. The Commissioner’s requested Cody to work with the citizens of the area and to lower the noise level and be respectful of the area.
