The July 6, 2021, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Bryan Allender, and Marty Heffner. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Marty Heffner. 

A motion to approve the June 7, 2021, regular meeting minutes was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Koby Bohnert requested approval for the renewal of the Community Corrections grant for the FY 2022. The grant will now be from January 1, 2022 thru December 31, 2022 for $137,025.00. This is a slight increase from 2019 grant as the 2020 grant was approved for the same amount as 2019. 

Motion to approve the Community Corrections grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF 2022-2025 RFP BRIDGE INSPECTION CONTRACT

Paul stated the 2022-2025 RFP Bridge Inspections Proposals was approved at the June meeting. However, the State had made a few changes and updates to the request and forms which now have to be revised from last month. This will be a 20% local match with 80% from grants.

Motion to approve the revised 2022-2025 RFP Bridge Inspections Proposals as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF WORK ONE CONTRACT 
Kali Watler, with Work One, presented a contract for the program with the Commissioners. Work One has partnered with Vincennes University. Anyone hired would be a Vincennes University employee who could work up to 12 months or 2080 hours with a maximum pay of $20,000.00. After much discussion it was determined to have a maximum of 7 employees that would participate in Clay County.

Motion to approve the Work One Agreement was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF COUNTY DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY

Paul presented Resolution 7-2021 Local Disaster Emergency Declaration for Clay County, Indiana. Rob Gambill said he has not heard yet if the grant dollars will be federal or just State. Rob is also concerned Clay County may not qualify on our own as we did not have enough damage. However, Owen County had a lot of damage and we may be able to join with Owen. Rob will keep the Commissioners informed as new information develops. 

Motion to approve Resolution 7-2021 Local Disaster Emergency Declaration for Clay County, Indiana as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR CLERKS OFFICE SCANNING
Amy Jordan, Clerk, informed the Commissioners the State’s record department cannot provide a quote as the project is too big. They suggested Crossroads Scanning and the quote is substantially less than SBS. Amy is going to try and find a third company for a quote. Paul suggested the County purchase a large scanner and possibly hire a part time person for 28 hours per week to work on scanning the required books. Jennifer Flater stated a part time person for 28 hours per week would cost approximately $17, 385.00 per year. Jennifer will contact Scott and will come up with two or three quotes for a large scanner. Jennifer also stated several offices in the Courthouse will eventually be required to keep electronic copies of the old books. It may be a good idea to hire the part time person out of the Commissioners budget so the person could work out of different offices. 
Amy and Anola Gallion, with the Election Office, discussed the issues with the 2020 election. Amy was informed at the Annual Clerk’s training that the Election Office is not ADA compliant. After much discussion the Commissioners are going to review the documentation Amy provided and then discuss what the best option will be.
IN THE MATTER OF CLEAN UP VIOLATION FOR JEFFREY COLLINS AT 10:00AM
At 10:00 am Paul asked if Jeffrey Collins was present to address the appeal Mr. Collins had requested. Mr. Collins was not present.
IN THE MATTER OF AMENDMENT #2 DUNN & ASSOCIATES
Jennifer presented Amendment #2 from Dunn & Associates due to the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021. We are required to adopt this amendment for special cobra assistance opportunities. All Commissioners agreed they did not like the verbiage in the amendment and did not like the fact this is a requirement.

Motion to approve Amendment #2 as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-1. 

IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY JIM COFFENBERRY
At the June Clay County Redevelopment Commission meeting, Jim Coffenberry said it was discussed there were several issues at the I-70 and SR 59 area with water and sewer. The State Water Infrastructure Fund (SWIF) has grant money available up to $50,000,000.00 to be awarded. Jim said we are requesting a letter of support from the Commissioner’s at this time. If a potential regional project is proposed there is a better chance of receiving grant funds. With Center Point and Brazil City working together and with the County support this would be considered a regional project. Tony Akles, with Strand Associates, presented a handout that showed the current area and how the water and lift station improvements would be beneficial to the area. This will be a very competitive grant and SWIF has indicated they would work with projects under $5,000,000. 
Motion to send a letter of support for the proposed project was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF BUDGET FORMS 144

Jennifer stated the IC requires the Auditor to present the 144 budget forms to the Commissioners for the 2022 salary requests. The Auditors Association has asked legislatures to remove this requirement each year and we will be asking again in 2022. The Commissioner’s acknowledge the budget form 144’s were presented to them at the July 6th meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 
James McKinney of 200 W North of Craig Park between Central Ave and Hendricks St stated he is having ditch issues with water standing and going across the road. The water sometimes stays across the road for several days. The fear is there will be an accident if something is not done. Bryan Allender stated he has spoken with the Highway Department and they are going to clean out the ditch and work on the berm to address this issue. Charles Smith and Vicky McKinney also spoke about potential issues with the ditch on this road.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.
