Josh Clarke led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Marty Heffner. 

A motion to approve the August 2, 2021, regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF WIC ARMORY RENTAL AGREEMENT
Jennifer Flater presented the lease agreement with the Brazil Armory. There are no changes to the contract with a begin date of October 1, 2021 thru September 30, 2022. 

Motion to approve the WIC Lease Agreement was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH DEPARTMENT GRANT RENEWALS

Kim Hyatt presented the Local Health Maintenance Grant renewal for $33,139.00 and the Indiana Local Health Department Trust Grant renewal for $18,112.75. Kim Hyatt will also be requesting $21,900.00 in carryover dollars for the Local Health Maintenance Grant. These are no County match and both are guaranteed grants which will begin on January 1, 2022, and go thru December 31, 2022. 

Motion to approve both Local Health Maintenance Grant and Indiana Local Health Department Trust Grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BRIDGE INSPECTION PROPOSALS

Eric opened the four envelopes as follows: 1. McClain & Co does not meet requirements, 2. VS Engineering did not send a proposal, 3. BLN, and 4. Clark Dietz. 
Motion to accept the 2 bridge proposals that met the requirements to be rated and take under advisement was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF TOSHIBA PRESENTATION 
Jason Nejman, with Toshiba, made a presentation to the Commissioners for the County to switch our copier leases from the current provider to Toshiba. Toshiba was awarded the State’s lease for 2021 and 2022 and will hopefully continue for several years after that. Jason stated he had met with all the Clay County Offices and has compiled the data if the Commissioners were to switch all 16 copiers. Jason also provided a proposal changing 11 copiers now and waiting for the remaining 5 to have a lesser payout in 18 to 24 months. Both proposals will have the potential to save the county money. The Commissioners thanked Jason and will take the proposals under advisement.

IN THE MATTER OF BAKER TILLY ARP AGREEMENT
Jennifer presented the Baker Tilly ARP Agreement for assistance with the reporting for the federal money Clay County was awarded. There seems to be a lot of discussion as to what the requirements are and the rules have changed several times. Jennifer stated if the money is not spent appropriately it has to be paid back. Baker Tilly is working with several counties. 
Motion to approve the Baker Tilly ARP Agreement as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTION CLAIM
Jennifer presented 2 claims for Community Corrections totaling $41,065.00. These are for John Jones Automotive Group and BMV for a new vehicle. 
Motion to approve claims as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Daniel Thompson requested the Commissioners assistance with the property located at 303 E County Road 900, Brazil. There are squatters on the property and the septic system is not working correctly and is over 40% of Mr. Thompson’s front yard. Another neighbor stated when she was weed eating sewage hit her in the face. Mr. Thompson has a signed petition from all the neighbors requesting the squatters be evicted. Eric stated there is nothing the Commissioners can do. He also stated the best outcome is for the property to sell at a Sheriff sale.
