The April 4, 2022, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Bryan Allender, and Marty Heffner. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Josh Clarke led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the March 7, 2022, regular meeting minutes, and March 21, 2022, special meeting minutes, was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING THE JAIL FEASIBILITY STUDY

Marty opened the Public Hearing and a few Clay County citizens spoke about the jail and gave concerns. Two citizen’s spoke in favor of the proposed jail project. Also there were a few citizens from other counties that spoke and gave data stating this was not a good idea for Clay County. After everyone that wished to speak had their opportunity the public hearing was closed and the regular meeting resumed.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF THE JAIL FEASIBILITY STUDY
Marty presented Resolution 2022-4 Resolution of the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana Approving a County Jail Feasibility Study. Eric read Resolution 2022-4 in its entirety.  
Motion to approve Resolution 2022-4 as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF THE BOT AGREEMENT FOR THE JAIL PROJECT
Marty presented Resolution 2022-5 Resolution of the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana Awarding a Build Operate Transfer (BOT) Agreement with Respect to Jail Facilities in the County and Approving and Authorizing Execution of the BOT Agreement, and Relate Matters. Eric read Resolution 2022-5 in its entirety.
Motion to approve Resolution 2022-5 as presented was made by Marty Heffner and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY SWCD GRANTS AND UPDATES
Laura Demarest, with Clay County Soil and Water Office, gave a brief presentation on the 319 Water Shed grant that Clay County was awarded. Clay County was awarded $422,161.00 with $281, 440.60 being the match making the total grant $703,601.60. Laura thanked the Commissioners for their letter of support and stated it definitely helped. 
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING REASSESSMENT BIDS
Eric opened the bid from Tyler Technologies and stated it is from May 1st, 2022 thru August 31st, 2026 for $640,000.00. This will be paid in 12 equal installments with a cost of $160,000.00 per year. The Commissioner’s will take under advisement and address at the May 2nd meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF BAKER TILLY ENGAGEMENT LETTER
Caitlin Cheek, with Baker Tilly, presented the Bakertilly Engagement letter to assist with the purchase of the bonds and other items associated with the jail project.
Motion to approve the Bakertilly Engagement letter as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF NATIONAL DAY OF PRAYER

Jennifer Flater announced The National Day of Prayer will be on Thursday May 5th at noon on the Courthouse lawn. If inclement weather it will be moved to the Courthouse Rotunda. There will not be a National Day of Prayer Kick-off Dinner this year.

Motion to approve the National Day of Prayer to be held at the Courthouse on May 5th at noon was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF ANNUAL APRIL 15TH TIF REPORT


Jennifer Flater presented the Annual April 15th TIF Report to the Commissioners and informed them it was submitted on March 10, 2022. The Commissioners acknowledged they received the report. 

IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR COMMUNITY CROSSING GRANT
Eric opened the bids for the Community Crossing Grant as follows: 1. E & B Paving LLC for $1,691,200.00 and 2, Milestone Contractors South LLC for $1,586,178.35. The Commissioner’s will take under advisement and wait to see how much money Clay County is awarded for the grant. 
IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Tim Tyree spoke about County Road 700 N and SR 59 and stated something needs to be done because in inclement weather the hill there is very dangerous. Mr. Tyree also stated the road had been chip and sealed but felt it was not done appropriately as there is a lot of loose rock and it could do damage to his vehicle.
Margaret Hass, from Lafayette, stated she was sorry for missing the beginning of the meeting and wanted to state her concerns with the proposed jail project. Mrs. Hass proceeded to ask several questions on how the public would be kept informed of the progress of the project.
