The May 2, 2022, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Marty Heffner at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Bryan Allender, and Marty Heffner. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Josh Clarke led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the April 4, 2022, regular meeting minutes, and April 25, 2022, special meeting minutes, was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF EMA GRANT BUILDIN RESILIENT INFRASTRUCTURE & COMMUNITIES
Rob Gambill, EMA Director, presented the Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities Grant (aka BRIC). The grant will start May 3, 2022 and go thru February 26, 2023 for $18,457.00. This will require a 25% match of $6,163.00 which can be in kind and not monetary. This will be to work on the Multi Hazard Mitigation Plan. This will take several months before the new plan is ready and will require all Cities and Towns to participate to be able to receive federal funds in the event of an emergency.
Motion to approve the BRIC Grant as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF BURKE ENGINEERING CONTRACT
Rob stated the current Multi Hazard Mitigation Plan will expire next year and Burke Engineering has worked with several counties on their plans. Rob also stated there will be several meetings and all taxing units need to be involved with the process to be included in the plan. Our current plan encompasses all units but one who declined to participate.
Motion to approve the Burke Engineering Contract as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ORDINANCE FOR HEALTH DEPARTMENT
Judah Lohrman, with the Health Department, gave handouts to the Commissioners showing what documents would be given to restaurants prior to an inspection. First offense will be a warning, then if not addressed would incur a fine. This will be addressed at the June meeting for a second reading and final approval.
Motion to approve first reading of Ordinance 2022-5 as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING FOR DONATION OF TAX CERTIFICATE
The Public Hearing was opened at 9:30 am and Eric explained the issue of Lords Way Road. This parcel has been in the tax sales for the last 19 plus years. No public spoke.
Motion to adjourn the public hearing was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION FOR TAX DEED

Eric presented Resolution 7-2022 Interlocal Agreement Between the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana, and the Town of Knightsville to donate the Lords Way Road parcel to the Town of Knightsville.
Motion to approve Resolution 7-2022 as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF REASSESSMENT BID
The bid was opened at the April 4th meeting from Tyler Technologies and stated it is from May 1st, 2022 thru August 31st, 2026 for $640,000.00. This will be paid in 12 equal installments with a cost of $160,000.00 per year. 

Motion to approve the Tyler Technologies bid as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF SUMMER DUST CONTROL PROGRAM
Marty presented the 2022 Dust Control Program and stated it is the same as last year with a slight increase per 100 feet of application. Taxpayers will have two choices; Calcium Chloride and Cork’s Dust Control. The cutoff will be June 3rd, 2022. 

Motion to approve 2022 Dust Control Program as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF DOC-U SIGN FOR INDOT
