A motion to approve the May 2, 2022, regular meeting minutes, was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Jordan Forquer, Director, requested approval for the renewal of the Community Corrections grant for the FY 2023. The grant will be from January 1, 2023 thru December 31, 2023 for $137,025.00. 

Motion to approve the Community Corrections grant as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF SHSP GRANT FOR EMA
Rob stated this grant has a maximum request of $150,000.00 and will run from 9-1-22 thru 8-31-2025. Clay County will be requesting $58,840.00 for a backup system for all data that will be stored in a different location. 
Motion to approve the SHSP grant as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Marty Heffner. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CLERK’S OFFICE COPIER LEASE RENEWAL

Andrew Gauer, with Gordon Flesch, presented a new 60 month copier lease for the Clerk’s Office. The new monthly bill will be $225.45 which is a $2.00 increase from the current lease.

Patty Dulin informed the Commissioners the property at 8386 N SR 59 has been condemned and Patty would like to know what the next steps are. Is the County responsible or who and how does she go about finding out. Patty has sent all the information to Eric and he will respond to her.
Natalie Korniak and Olivia Morgan with the Extension Office wanted to provide upcoming events and dates to the Commissioners and to introduce themselves. The Clay County Fair will be July 16th thru July 22nd this year. 
Paul Harden, Sheriff, asked the Commissioners to consider changing the handbook to be able to give time at another agency to be considered as time worked here so the individual could have vacation time faster to entice future hires. Paul also mentioned military days to be addressed. Jennifer stated the military days are already being looked at in the new handbook. The vacation days will have to be addressed by the personal committee.
