A motion to approve the June 5th, 2023 Regular Meeting with the corrections made and June 26th, 2023 Special Meeting minutes was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF LOCAL PREVENTION/TREATMENT/JUSTICE GRANT (COUNTY FOR A DRUG FREE COMMUNITY GRANT)
Scott Stucky was not present for the CCSAC-Local Prevention/Treatment/Justice Grant which is also known as County For A Drug Free Community Grant for $26,051. Patti Foxx, County Auditor presented the grant. The amount is slightly lower than last year and this is not a matching grant. This grant has been in Clay County for approximately 33 years and helps our local law enforcement as well as our schools.

IN THE MATTER OF CONSIDERATION OF USDOT SAFE STREET AND ROADS GRANT THRIVE WEST CENTRAL
Karen Schneiders, Director of Community Development of Thrive West Central, presented USDOT Safe Streets and Roads for All Grant. Karen explained that the grant is an Action Plan Grant to assist communities that do not currently have a roadway safety plan in place to reduce roadway fatalities, and laying the groundwork for a comprehensive set of actions. A current Action Plan opens opportunities for additional federal and state transportation investments for implementation of safety measures. This grant amount is $200,000.00 with $50,000 county match.
