IN THE MATTER OF LETTER FROM SECRETARY OF STATE

Per the request of Secretary of State Todd Rokita, the following letter was read in to the minutes by President Stevenson:

June 6, 2005

Dear Commissioner:

The Help America Vote Act of 2002 (HAVA) brought many changes to state and federal election laws.  The new laws represent increased emphasis on providing polling places that are fully accessible to voters with disabilities.  No longer can a county designate one accessible polling place for disabled voters.  Federal and state law now requires all polling places be accessible to all voters, whether they are public or private structures.

During the primary and general elections in 2004,k every polling place was surveyed by volunteers from Count Us IN, a project of the Indiana Governor’s Planning Council for People with Disabilities.  This data, previously sent to all County Commissioners and Clerks by that organization, shows which polling places are deficient and the changes that need to be made to make the polling places compliant.

The deadline for all polling places to be compliant with HAVA accessibility standards is January 1, 2006.  At risk for counties and the state are HAVA funds that have been distributed by the federal government through the Indiana Secretary of State and Election Division.  This includes funds your county may have already spent to purchase HAVA  compliant voting equipment.

The Secretary of State’s office has received a federal grant to help you make accessibility changes to your polling places.  An application has been distributed to your county’s Circuit Court Clerk.  This application will help provide counties with some products to make the necessary upgrades at little or no cost to the county.  However, the items are not always going to be enough to bring a polling place into compliance.  In some instances, that polling place will have to be moved.

As Indiana’s chief election officer and the Executive Director of the Indiana Association of County Commissioners, we urge you to be sure your county is in compliance with the new laws.  Non-compliance could cost you and the state significant additional dollars.

IN THE MATTER GENERAL REPORTS

Commissioner Charlie Brown informed the Council that the Commissioners had signed a four year agreement for ambulance service with Transcare.
He also reported that the trees removed from the Courthouse lawn were either dead or decayed.  He is attempting to procure six trees to replace those removed.  He will approach the Council in August with a request for funds to repaint the windows in the Courthouse, as well as to repair the outside steps on the east and west side.

He was questioned by the Council regarding the request to install a clock on the new jail.  Mr. Brown responded that the clock proposal has been tabled until all other necessary items had been funded.  The clock will be added only if surplus funds are available.

Sheriff Mike Heaton reported to the Council that he had hired the County’s first female jail office since 1970.  He hopes to hire three more female jailers, in order to staff all shifts.

Assessor Aron Royer reported that his office has completed the 2004 Sales Disclosure reporting to the state, and that he will be filling an open position in his office very soon.

Councilman Mike McCullough once again questioned the Council’s power to lower the levy for Reassessment for 2005 pay 2006.  Deputy Auditor Alumbaugh said she would confer with the County’s DLGF field representative on this matter.
