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County Assessor Aron Royer appeared to discuss his request.  He explained that this additional would add one more full time person to the office. Sheriff Heaton offered that the State Jail inspector had mentioned that the County could request an advance on potential DOC fees.  Mr. McCullough stated that this would not be a grant, but an advance on possible funds.  Sheriff Heaton stated that the statement was correct.
