County Clerk Mary Brown appeared to explain her request for $900 to purchase software for case management in the Clerk’s office.  She further explained that the two judges and the Clerk would be splitting the $2,700 total cost three ways and the $900 requested was her share.

Mr. Mark Dierdorf asked how much new construction had been added to the system.  Mr. Royer answered none.  Mr. Harding asked if any new construction had been added since he had been in office.  Mr. Royer answered none.  Mr. Harding stated that six months ago Mr. Royer had appeared for an additional person and stated that “this is it” and now here you are again.
Mr. Moss moved to table the request.  Mr. Mark Dierdorf seconded the motion.  Motion passed 7-0.
