Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Clay County Auditor
A motion to table the LHM request was made by Rita Rothrock and seconded by John Nicoson.  Motion carried 7 ayes.
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Council to explain that the request for Inmate Education had been omitted in error from the 2013 budget request and was needed to furnish necessary educations opportunities to the inmates.

Sheriff Heaton also shared with the Council his request for two new vans to transport prisoners to be deported through an agreement to house illegal immigrants for deportation.  
Sheriff Heaton has been working with Department of Immigration to house up to thirty (30) illegal aliens who are awaiting deportation at the Jail.  These persons would be held in the Clay County Justice Center no longer that seventy two (72) hours and then part time jail transport officers would take the inmates to a deportation center either in Chicago or southern Illinois.  The Immigration service would pay $45.00 per day for housing each illegal alien as well as $20.00 per hour per transport officer and .40 per mile for use of the van.  The funds received would be receipted into the General Fund.  If this agreement with Immigration does not prove to be advantageous to Clay County, then the agreement can be terminated at any time.

A motion to approve both Inmate Education and the purchase of two new vans was made by Steve Withers and seconded by Pat Heffner.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Auditor Alumbaugh explained the need for generator fuel to fill the generator at the Justice Center.  This is done only every three years and was not included in the budget in 2012.

A motion to approve was made by Michal McCullough and seconded by Rita Rothrock.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Mark Barnhart appeared before the Council with a request for funds to pay for the 2013 Aerial Photography approved by the Commissioners in their January meeting.  

Michael McCullough made a motion to approve, seconded by Toni Carter.  Motion carried 7 ayes.

Chris Smith came before the Council with his Local Coordinating Council Drug Free Community Fund 2013 budget request.  This is funded entirely through fees.  Mr. Smith gave an overview of the work of the LCC.

A motion to approve was made by Rita Rothrock and seconded by Pat Heffner.  Motion carried 7 ayes.
