A motion to approve the February 5, 2018, regular meeting minutes was made by Toni Carter and seconded by Dave Amerman.  Motion carried 6 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF IPAC DRUG PROSECUTOR GRANT

Zach Clapp, Deputy Prosecutor, presented the IPAC Drug Prosecutor Grant to the Commissioners. This is a no County match grant to provide funding assistance to Prosecutors and Sheriff Department personal. Clay County was eligible for a maximum of $2,000.00 and will be awarded $1,912.98.

Motion to approve the IPAC Grant was made by Dave Amerman and seconded by John Nicoson. Motion carried 6 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF 319 GRANT PRESENTATION
Tyler Trout explained the 3199 federal grant the SWSD receives for clean water act. The grant is shared between Clay, Owen, Greene, and Vigo counties for watershed. Clay also received Clean Water Indiana Grant which is state funded with Sullivan County. There will be a new grant cycle going thru 2021 for $375,000.00 of which $215,000.00 is dedicated to cost sharing. This will be Tyler’s last week as he has taken a new job with the state. 
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS

Jennifer explained the contract the Commissioners signed in the morning with WTH Technologies on data sharing. Each County would generate an ordinance stating the cost of $750.00 or $1,500.00 for large data which would be a 2/3 payment to WTH and 1/3 to Clay County. This will be the 1st reading for ordinance 2018-1 of the Clay County Board of Commissioners and Clay County Council establishing fees for electronic map data created and maintained by Clay County and restricting certain commercial reproduction of said electronic map data.
