The first one is for $10,900.00 for Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness and will be effective October 1, 2019 thru September 30, 2020. This is a county match however, the match is from tier II money. The second is for $23,038.00 for Emergency Management Preparedness Grant Salary. This grant will be effective October 1, 2019 thru September 30, 2020 and is a county matching grant where half of the director’s salary is reimbursed.

Motion to approve both the Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness Grant and Emergency Management Preparedness Salary Grant was made by Jason Britton and seconded by John Nicoson. Motion carried 7-0.
Sheriff Harden presented the interlocal agreement with Brazil City for the combined dispatch center. The City Council and Board of Works have both approved the resolution in their meetings and now needs approved by the Commissioners and County Council. The City has agreed to pay $125,000.00 for the calendar year 2020. After 2020 the City will no longer pay money to the County as the new PSAP tax will be in effect.
