IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEARING ON ABATEMENTS

The public hearing was opened and closed as no one from the public spoke.
IN THE MATTER OF FINAL APPROVAL BROWN JUG HOLDINGS, LLC TAX ABATEMENT

Traci Orman Presented Resolution 2022-11 A Resolution of the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, Designating an Area within Clay County, Indiana as an Economic Revitalization Area for the Purpose of a Real Property Tax Abatement Brown Jug Holdings, LLC for Brown Jug Holdings LLC real property tax abatement for final approval. The approximate cost of the building will be $11,280,000.00 with 20 new jobs with annual earnings of $790,000.00. This project will have a total investment of $20,100,000.00 in southern Clay County. Brian Burdick, with Barnes and Thornburg, LLC was also present to answer any questions. This abatement has a unique 10 year abatement with the first 5 years being at 100% then years 6 thru 10 go down by 10%. 

Motion to approve Resolution 2022-11 and the Abatement Calculation for 10 years for final approval as presented was made by Dave Amerman and seconded by Pat Heffner. Motion carried 7-0.
IN THE MATTER OF FINAL APPROVAL PDF TAX ABATEMENT

Traci Orman presented Resolutions 2022-12 A Resolution of the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, Designating an Area within Clay County, Indiana as an Economic Revitalization Area for the Purpose of a Personal Property Tax Abatement for PDF and 2022-13 A Resolution of the County Council of Clay County, Indiana, Designating an Area Within Clay County, Indiana as an Economic Revitalization Area for the Purpose of a Real Property Tax Abatement for PDF for final approval. PDF has a current employment of 185 and will add 14 employees with this expansion. The personal property will cost approximately $3,000,000.00 and the real property will be $2,000,000.00. Both the real and personal abatements will be for 10 years.
Motion to approve both Resolution 2022-12 for PDF with a Personal Property Tax Abetment for 10 years for and Resolution 2022-13 for Real Property for 10 years for final approval as presented was made by Jackie Mitchell and seconded by Jason Thomas. Motion carried 7-0.

IN THE MATTER OF FAMILY COURT GRANT RENEWAL

Jennifer explained Tera Klutz, Auditor of State, had called and stated there were five counties that have the same issue and she would like for the county to address and have this issue fixed by the end of the year for the 2023 taxes payable in 2024. Caitlin stated the goal is to ensure we keep everything as close as possible as the credits are now so there is no real impact to the taxpayers. Bakertilly has come up with a few options for the Council to review. There will be a public hearing at the December meeting as well as adopting an ordinance. Caitlin also discussed the benefits of having a comprehensive financial plan. Larry feels we need this especially with a new Auditor coming in and the jail expansion. Having this type of data available would be very helpful going forward. The general consensus of the Council seems to be favorable of this type of plan.
